By completing this application for the SIPPA mentorship program, you are agreeing to these important guidelines.  These guidelines are designed to ensure continuity and effective mentoring with minimal turnover in the program.  
1. You agree to maintain the mentor-mentee relationship for at least 6 months.  
2. You agree to maintain contact with your mentor at least one time each month (two or more times a month is recommended).  The amount of contact between mentor and mentee likely will vary, but each individual is strongly encouraged to agree upon a particular contact frequency to ensure that the relationship is consistently beneficial for both parties
3. As a mentee, you are not to ask for a job from your mentor.  Often mentors are willing to offer job seeking advice and direction, but you are not to ask for a job (this is one way to sour even a well established relationship).
4. After you establish a good working relationship with your mentor, you can ask for a letter of reference for graduate school or a job, but be advised that mentors can decline this option or they can include anything they deem appropriate in the letter.
